The
age range of women veterans’ in attendance was 26 to 97. We were all presented with a certificate for
our service from the Honorable Bob Taft, Governor, State of Ohio and his presence as he declared that
day as Ohio Women Veterans’ Day.

We were also honored with other speakers such as Brigadier General WilmaL. Vaught, USAF,
Ret who is one of most highly decorated military women in the United States History and President of
the Women’s Memorial Foundation Board of Directors, Major General Edward J. Mechenbier, USAF,
Ret who was a POW for nearly 6 yearsin Vietnam, Carole L. Turner, R.N., M.N., CNAA who isthe
National Director of the VHA Women V eterans Health Program, and Kathleen Chard, Ph.D. who isthe
Director of the Posttraumatic Stress and Anxiety Disorders Division of the Cincinnati VA Medical
Center.

We also heard from the Ohio Veterans Home and the Ohio Veterans Hall of fame, the
Department of Veterans Affairs & County V eterans Service Commission.

The touching part of the conference came when we paid tribute to the now 76 women who have
given their life for our Country in the current conflicts.

LAST MEETING
There were over 65 members, spouses and guests from both the Cincinnati and Dayton chapters, in attendance,
at our first Joint Member dinner. It wasa. The guest speaker Colonel Loughran, a member of the National
MOAA Board of Directors emphasized 3 points. 1) Every member of MOAA should be aware of of the
telephone number 1-800-234-6622. 1t’s MOAA’s national toll free number that will get the caller to someone
who can answer any question that may come up. Callers may have questions on or experienced problems with
SRB, medical insurance, prescription drugs, etc., etc. He urged everyone to use MOAA to answer any
guestion or solve any problems related to military benefits. 2) He related the impact that MOAA |eaders have
in Congress. He said MOAA has taken the lead among the military coalition organizations in keeping
Congress aware of both active and retired military issues, even if it means bucking DOD positions on people
programs. 3) He talked about MOAA’s Board of Directors. It’s a 6 year term, and 12 members rotate every 2
years. He will be completing his directorship with the next election, and he told of how honored and thrilled
he was to have served. He recognized Ike Mincy as aformer member of the Board.

2007 RETIREE COLA—3.3%

The COLA will be 3.3%, effective December 1, 2006. It will first appear in the January 2 checks. For the
second straight year, the retired pay COLA will be larger than the military pay raise (2.2% for 2007).

Partial COLA for 2006 Retirees. Servicemembers who retired during calendar year 2006 will receive a
somewhat smaller, partial COLA for this year only, because they already received a January military pay raise
(which also raised their 2007 retired pay).
